Charge the battery

Avoid exposure to direct sunlight: Do not fo expose the lens to direct sunlight
for long periods, as this can affect the color filter and distort the color of
photos and videos.

Troubleshooting

Check below for solutions to common problems you may experience.
Problem: The phone freezes or operations are unstable.

Solution: Restart the device. Press and hold the Power key, then tap Restart.

Note: Data that was being edited will be erased when the device is restarted.

Problem: The device starts freezing after installing a new app.

Solution: The newly-installed app may be causing the device to freeze.
Uninstall the app in Safe mode. To enable Safe mode:

* Press and hold the Power key, then touch and hold Power off. Read the
disclaimer for Safe mode, and then fap OK.

+ After turning the phone on in Safe mode, "Safe mode” will appear at
the bottom left corner.

« After restarting in Safe mode, your phone can be powered on as usual.
